The maintenance test is documented in a test report and on the device itself.

The intervals for maintenance tests of voltage detectors depend on their conditions of use, e.g. frequency of use, stress
due to environmental conditions and transport, etc, however, according to DGUV regulation 3, at least every 6 years.

Structure of the voltage detector

Voltage detectors according to IEC/EN 61243-1 (DIN VDE 0682-
411) are designed to verify on all poles at the work location that the
installation is dead according to EN 50110-1 (DIN VDE 0105-100).
Only electrotechnically skilled or instructed persons are allowed
to verify on all poles at the work location or as close as possible to
the work location that the installation is dead.

Voltage detectors must be tested for correct operation immedi-
ately before and after use. Correct operation of voltage detectors
without self-testing element must be verified by contacting a part
of the installation connected to operating voltage.

Verifying that the installation is dead using a voltage detector is
considered live working.

Voltage detectors may only be used for the nominal voltages /
nominal voltage ranges as indicated on the rating plate. The user
may be at risk if the voltage detector is used for voltages other
than indicated on the rating plate (incorrect indication, electric
shock, arcing).

Voltage detectors labelled with “For indoor use only” may only be
used in indoor installations.

Voltage detectors labelled with “For use in wet weather condi-
tions” may be used in all weather conditions (rain, snow, fog and
dew).

Voltage detectors according to IEC/EN 61243-1 (DIN VDE
0682-411) are only suitable to a limited extent for use in factory
assembled (type-tested) installations. If space in installations is
confined, flashover may occur when inserting the test prod into
the installation. The user of the voltage detector or the operator of
the switchgear installation must contact the manufacturer of the
type-tested installation to find out whether the voltage detector
may be used in the installation (please refer to the table on the
next page: Application of voltage detectors in type-tested, factory
assembled switchgear installations).

Design of voltage detectors

Voltage detectors according to IEC/EN 61243-1 (DIN VDE 0682-
411) are single-pole devices designed to make contact with the
part of the installation to be tested.

There are two mechanically different designs of voltage detec-
tors: Complete and separate voltage detectors.

Complete voltage detectors (PHE4, PHE Ill, PHE and PHG Il) con-
sist of an insulating stick, indicator and test prod and are tested as
a complete unit.

Separate voltage detectors (PHE Ill indicator with test prod) must
be attached to a suitably rated insulating stick.

Single-pole voltage detectors typically consist of a handle, insu-
lating element, indicator and test prod with contact electrode.

The insulating element is the section of a voltage detector
between the hand guard and the red ring. It ensures that the

user maintains an adequate safety distance for safe operation.
The test prod (contact electrode extension) with a contact elec-
trode above the red ring allows to reach remote parts of the instal-
lation and to eliminate the influence of interference fields.
Voltage detectors are classified into two categories based on their
behaviour in case of interference fields or their field of applica-
tion. Voltage detectors of category “L" (line) with a short test prod
(without contact electrode extension) are designed for use on
overhead lines.

Voltage detector of category “S" (switchgear) with a long test
prod (with contact electrode extension) are resistant to interfer-
ence fields and are therefore used in switchgear installations. They
are also suitable for overhead lines.

The hand guard provides a visible barrier between the handle and
the insulating element and prevents the user from making contact
with the insulating element.

The red ring indicates the end of the insulating element in the
direction of the test electrode. This provides the user with a visible
limit for contact with live parts in the installation. The insulating
element between the red ring and the hand guard must not con-
tact live parts, however, it may contact earthed parts.

The test electrode is the part of the voltage detector that is used
to make contact with the part of the installation to be tested.

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Structure of phase comparators

contact with live parts of the installation. The insulating clearance
between the red ring and hand guard must not contact live parts,
but contact with earthed parts is allowed.

Earthing and Short-Circuiting Devices

The key point of the five safety rules for dead working is earthing
and short-circuiting at the work location. This measure ensures
the de-energised state for the duration of the work, also with
regard to interference voltages, atmospheric surges or erroneous
reconnection.

Portable devices for earthing and short-circuiting may only be
used if the absence of voltage has been verified immediately
beforehand at the place of installation.

When connecting the earthing and short-circuiting device, the
earthing cable must always be connected to the earthing sys-
tem first, so that any residual or interference voltages present are
discharged.

Portable devices for earthing or earthing and short-circuiting
according to DIN VDE 0683-100 (EN/IEC 61230) are devices to
be used manually which are brought up to and connected with
the fixed connection points of parts of electrical installations for
the purpose of earthing and short-circuiting (according to DIN
VDE 0105-100 or EN 50110-1, section 6.2.4) without forced guid-
ance (e.g. slots, sockets, guide rails). They consist of earthing and
short-circuiting devices (EaS devices) and earthing sticks.

The earthing and short-circuiting device is a device with which
electrical conductors can be both earthed and short-circuited. It
consists of an earthing device and a short-circuiting device. The
earthing device is a device for connecting the earth-termination
system to a short-circuiting device or to the equipment to be
earthed. It consists of a connection component (1) and earthing
cable (4).

The short-circuiting device is a device for connecting the line
conductors to be short-circuited. It consists of connection compo-
nents (142), short-circuiting cables or bars (3) and, where neces-
sary, connecting clusters (5).

The short-circuiting bar is a rigid short-circuiting device.
Connecting clusters connect the short-circuiting cables to each
other and to the earthing cable or the short-circuiting bar to the
earthing cable.

Connection components connect the earthing and short-circu-
iting cables or busbars directly or via intermediate links, e.g. via
cable lugs, to the earthing system and the system parts, where
necessary via fixed connection points. Fixed connection points are
those points on system parts to which the earthing and short-cir-
cuiting devices are connected, e.g. cables, bars, fixed ball points,
cylinder bolts, stirrups. The connection of the fixed ball point
and the ball head cap of the earthing and short-circuiting device
ensures the highest degree of short-circuit strength.

Fixed connection points are parts of the installation to which
earthing and short-circuiting devices are connected (e.g. conduc-
tors, bars, fixed ball points, cylinder bolts, clamps etc.). Maximum
short-circuit strength can be achieved by connecting the fixed ball
point with the ball head cap of the earthing and short-circuiting
device.

Earthing sticks are hand-held insulating sticks for bringing the
connection components of earthing and short-circuiting devices
up to parts of power installations for the purpose of earthing and
short-circuiting. They consist of an insulating element, black ring,
handle and coupling for holding a connection component. Earth-
ing sticks must be selected according to the weight of the earth-
ing and short-circuiting device to be installed (see specification:
“maximum permissible load on the operating head in kg").

The insulating element is the part of the earthing stick between
the black ring and the end of the earthing stick in the direction of
the connection component. It ensures that the user maintains the
required safety distance, and it provides sufficient insulation. In
installations exceeding 1 kV, the insulating element must have a
minimum length I, of 500 mm.

Insulating Protective Shutters

According to the five safety rules, adjacent parts are parts situat-
ed in the vicinity zone. If parts of an installation near the work lo-
cation cannot be disconnected, additional safety measures must
be taken before starting work as is the case with work in the vicin-
ity of live parts.

Insulating protective shutters according to DIN VDE 0682-522
are used to provide protection against accidental contact with
live parts of an installation. They are portable and inserted under
live conditions by hand or by using an operating stick.

Insulating protective shutters are designed for short-term use in
indoor electrical installations according to DIN VDE 0101 with
voltages from 1 to 36 kV a.c. at nominal frequencies below

100 Hz to provide protection against direct contact according to
DIN VDE 0105-100 when working in the vicinity of live parts.
When used in medium-voltage installations, insulating protective
shutters might have to be adapted, for example if it is not possi-
ble to insert shutters in the live working zone without risk due to
unfavourably located drives, switch components or isolating
plates. In such cases, a standard-compliant solution can be found
by cutting out parts of the insulating protective shutter or cutting
it to size. For that purpose, technical details must be provided.
We have developed a special template for insulating protective
shutters which can be used, for example, to mark the exact loca-
tion of cut-outs.

Insulating protective shutters do not protect against re-con-
nection. The protected area is the area which is separated from
the area containing live parts by the insulating protective shut-
ter. The minimum distances shown in the above table between
shutters / shutter edges and live parts must be observed.

Live cleaning

Clean installations increase system reliability

In case of adverse weather conditions (moisture), arc exposure
may occur as a result of soiled installations, dust layers and resi-
due from lubricants on insulators and cable sealing ends in me-
dium-voltage installations, cobwebs and weeds in cable distribu-
tion boards as well as dust and lubricant layers in low-voltage in-
stallations, resulting in power failure, damage to the equipment
and even injury or death.

During this training, both basic theoretical knowledge and practi-
cal skills (training of individual work processes) are taught.

Training as live worker

The training as a specialised live worker is based on detailed tar-
get descriptions as required by the German trade association BG
ETEM "Live working on electrical installations and equipment”,
DGUV regulation 103-011 (previously BGR A3). It includes theo-
retical and practical training for the electrically skilled person and
ends after a performance test with the presentation of a "live
working" certificate.

DEHNshort is a system that detects the
arc faultimmediately after ignition, evaluates the recorded sensor
signals and quenches the arc fault by generating a three-phase
bolted short-circuit.

Functional principle:

Detect

In all feeders, protective current transformers positioned
upstream of the feeding circuit breakers detect the overcurrent
associated with the arc fault. As a second detection variable, spe-
cial light sensors detect the extremely bright light of the arc fault.
Depending on system requirements, the light sensors are availa-
ble as a point sensor or fibre-optic sensor.

Evaluate

Electronic detection devices link the sensor signals and activate
the quenching devices of the relevant busbar as well as the shunt
releases of all feeder circuit breakers in the event of both detec-
tion variables appearing.

Quench

By activating the quenching devices, a bolted short-circuit is
created in parallel to the arc faultin a very short time. Due to this
low-resistance bypass, the voltage collapses and the arc fault

is immediately quenched. The thyristors that short-circuit the
three phases of the busbar immediately after activation of the
quenching devices should be explicitly mentioned in this context.
Subsequently, a contact device driven by a spring takes over the
channelling of the short-circuit current until it is disconnected by
the feeding circuit breakers.

Disconnect completely

To ensure that the switchgear installation is not loaded with the
short-circuit current for longer than necessary - and to ensure
additional safety - all feeder circuit breakers receive a discon-
nection command via floating contacts on the respective shunt
releases. This disconnects the arcing busbar section from the
mains.

Restoration of service

After rectifying the original fault, replacing the quenching devices
and carrying out an insulation test, the system can be put back
into operation within a very short time. The arc fault protection
realised in this way is considerably higher than the requirements
of test criteria 1-7 from DIN EN 61439-2, Suppl. 1 (IEC TR 61641
ed3 of 2014).
